Award Best Problems H#2 2010-2011
by Ricardo de Mattos Vieira

I want to thank Antonio Garofalo for the invitation to judge the 2010-2011 H#2 Section of
Best Problems, which was made in July 2012 and that was an honor for me. 105 entries took part
in this informal tourney. A single version (nr. 2481, using a ba instead of a bA) sent by the author
replaced the original entry. The level was not as good as I expected but I was positively surprised
by the ideas presented by some entries. The negative aspect is that, as I have pointed out before in
other judgments and will repeat here, unfair use of pins continues to be presented and in no way
this may be accepted as a new trend in helpmates: just the opposite, this has to be eliminated and
never accepted as a composing technique. In my opinion this must be of great concern nowadays
since incorrect presentations seem to multiply and unfortunately to receive positive evaluations.

First I present comments about some of the entries which were not included in the award.

These helpmates presented pieces that are useless: 2427 [b&h2], 2640 [b£&g8 in a)], 2681 [wLal
/b@\d4, avoiding 2.£.c3 in one solution and useless in the other], 2728 [b£a6] and 2729 [b£/bW
can be replaced by b&c4 and b4 is useless in b)].

Three entries were eliminated because they add nothing to predecessors:

Two failed in the presentation of sets: 2534 (both sets are incorrect since 1.g2 and 1.d5 are avail-
able to Black) and 2579 (the set beginning with 1...Ea3 is correct since no first black move is
available, which is not the case with the one beginning with 1...£e5).

In these (but not only in these) five entries, unmatched white or black play (or the motivations
underlying the moves) was (were) decisive: 2480, 2484, 2594, 2636 and 2732.

As I have unfortunately realized in other informal tourneys I have recently judged, the pseudo-
modern use of pin-mates continues to appear and cannot be accepted since these pin-mates can
easily be proven to be accidental and artificially introduced. The following positions show what is
left (and sometimes almost nothing is) if artificial strategies are excluded:

Fra le passioni che si sono susseguite nella sua vita figurano esplorazione
subacquea, astronomia, scacchi e giochi in generale (con speciale riguardo per quelli logici,
matematici e verbali), fotografia, scienze naturali e in particolare entomologia (colleziona
coleotteri italiani), informatica e programmazione; ma, sopra tutti e sempre, la musica classica in
tutte le sue forme. Fin dalla prima infanzia ha coltivato la passione per la lettura, spaziando con
famelica (e certamente dispersiva) curiosita in tutti i campi dello scibile: narrativa, saggistica,
tecnica, filosofia, fumetti, storia, e chi pit ne ha piu ne metta. Anche la fantascienza,
naturalmente, ha costituito un piatto importante, anche se mai principale o unico, in questo pasto
luculliano. La sua casa gremita di libri ha sempre scoraggiato gli occasionali ladri, che sono ogni
volta ripartiti delusi nonché, probabilmente, confusi e disgustati. Come spesso succede a chi va
imparando qualcosa, ¢ convinto di sapere sempre meno sulle cose veramente importanti, e
confida, per cercare di tamponare la falla, nell'imminente scoperta del segreto dell'immortalita.

Uomo speciale com'era, non poteva
morire che di una malattia speciale e rara, una paralisi progressiva non tanto conosciuta neppure
dai medici rinomati. Purtroppo con notevole sofferenza. Lascia una moglie adorata, dopo 55 anni
di matrimonio.

Ho conosciuto Giuseppe circa nel 1995, appena entrato in internet. Mi ha donato la stampante
con cui, a tutt'oggi, stampo questa rivista. Mi ha dato consigli tipografici. In pratica senza di lui
questa rivista non sarebbe nata. Soli noi due, contro tutti o quasi, affermavamo che I'anno zero
non esiste, il nostro calendario inizia con 1'anno 1, il quale segue I'anno -1 detto anche 1 a.C.,
percio il ventesimo secolo, per esempio, inizid con 1'anno 1901 e fini nel 2000 tondo tondo, alla
faccia di chi diceva che il 2000 era l'inizio del nuovo secolo. Giuseppe non ¢ stato un compositore
di problemi rinomato, io lo vedo piu come un appassionato. Si € preso I'impegno di passare allo
scanner tutti i fascicoli di Sinfonie Scacchistiche, mettendo il frutto del suo lavoro a disposizione
di tutti.

La "teoria classica e semplice dell'opposizione", cosi come la definiscono Le Lionnais e Maget
nel loro Dictionnaire des Echecs (1974), si venne a creare nel corso di almeno due secoli, grazie
ai contributi forniti di volta in volta da differenti trattatisti quali ad esempio Philidor e Lolli.

E tuttavia unanimamente riconosciuto all'abate Philippe Ambroise Durand (1799-1880) il merito
di una formulazione completa dei concetti inerenti l'opposizione, esposti ne La stratégie
raisonnée des Fins de partie (1871-1873), scritto unitamente a Jean-Louis Preti (1798-1881).

I principi dell'opposizione fecero poi da pietra miliare per la costruzione e la definizione di una
teoria concepita nei primi decenni del XX secolo, pit completa e complessa, quella delle case
coniugate o corrispondenti.
