[ think that the theme was rather difficult, so I must say that both the amount of entries
and the overall quality was a positive surprise! Excellent work, everybody!
Unfortunately, though, I had to exclude some entries - among them, sadly, some of the very
best ones:
No. 4, Kozhakin (Kg3/Kc1) Almost full anticipation by M. Kirschen, Wiener Schach-Zeitung
1936. See Appendix I. This entry had otherwise placed among the very first.
No 12, Chernushko (Ke6/Ke8): Almost full anticipation by Andre Cheron, Le Temps 1930. See
Appendix II.
No. 15, Chernyavskyy/Aliovsadzade (Kd7/Kd4): Unthematic, as the thematic piece (Bc4) is
not actively sacrificed.
No. 16, Petrasinovic (Ke2/Kf4): Almost full anticipation by Evgeny Bogdanov,
Lwiwski salisnitschnik,1968. See Appendix III. This entry had otherwise placed among the
very first.
No 19, Felber (Kh6/Kh4): Dual mate in a thematic variant.
No 21, Zheglov (Kg8/Kc8): Unthematic, as the thematic piece (Sb7) is not actively sacrificed.
No 22, Zheglov (Ke6/Kb7): Unthematic, as no white piece is sacrificed to multiple black
pieces.
No 24, Chernyavskyy/Aliovsadzade (Kc4/Kc2): Unthematic, as the thematic piece (Sd2) is not
actively sacrificed.

Also, there are some entries which are on the verge of being unthematic. For example,
in two entries, the key is thematic, but one of the captures is never actually performed, as it
leads to a short mate. In another one, the key threatens a mate in 2 through a thematic move -
but no possible black moves allow this thematic move to be executed in the actual play. These
entries were not excluded, but none of them made it into the award.

This is one of very few entries, where the thematic move occurs in the second move, and not
in the key. The thematic play actually also occurs in one of the tries — but here, black can avoid
capturing the rook, and get away with the king. This try gives an explanation to the seemingly
very modest key, which prevents the black king's escape attempt.

Apart from this, the author has also achieved model mates in both thematic variants - most
impressive! - and also some interesting tries. The short mate in the unthematic variant during
the actual play is a weakness, but not one that I would class as serious.

All in all, this entry is very good, and well worth a Prize! Congratulations!

As mentioned above, I was very uncertain about how to rank this entry, and despite all the
good features, I think it is important for a high-ranked entry to display the actual theme in a
good way, when it comes to theme tourneys. Therefore, I finally decided on a Commendation.

The fact that the thematic piece is captured on 2
different fields, because one of the captures is through en passant, is really fun and nice! The
entry also has several good tries, including one with a double sacrifice (1. Rb4+7?), and that is
also a clear bonus. Unfortunately, though, the key is not good, as it takes a flight. Also, the
variant with the en passant-capture would probably not be considered as 'accepting a
sacrifice' by a regular tournament player, as the capturing piece is immediately captured by
white.

Still, I think that the nice, original way of displaying the theme is good enough to grant this
entry a Special Commendation!
